Currently, SRC istreating 2 heartworm positive females and providing orthopedic surgeryand
physical therapy forPetey (333) whose front legwastotally destroyed by confinement in a tiny crate
that crushedhis shoulder blade.SRCadoptive families are thrilled to find an organizationoffering
full disclosure about its rescueswhile providingongoing supportduringtheadoptive dog’s life.

Recently, Della Blue (323), Bret (314), Max (321), Beau (327), Missy (315), Rascal (280),Sebastian
(251), Molly (310), Skipper (297),Reilly (294) and Krieger (303) are either adopted or adoption
pending– to be finalized soon.Thanks toall who helped with home visits, transport andforextra
contributions.  Our donations at adoptionrarely cover the medical servicesneeded by each rescue.
The Conway Schnauzers’ initial billing for spay/neuter and vaccines was in excess of $2700– and
then somehad kennel cough.Your contributions of time, effort and money aremaking a BIG
difference insaving at least 333 schnauzers in less than 3years.SRC continuesforwardin 2006.

“I am currently fostering a 2-year old mini named Buddy. On arrival, he
was totally un-socialized and did not know how to respond to people.
Whenever I went to touch him, he would shiver violently probably fearing
mistreatment from any human hand as usual in his short life.

You may remember myemail about Buddy’s problems with his stiff legs
and nails worn to nubs.  He kept falling over and had a hard time walking
properly. My vet agreed that Buddy probably spent most of his life in a
cage unable to exercise the muscles in his legs and joints. He could only
sit, stand in place, or lay down. His cage or pen must have been sitting
on concrete because he wore his nails down trying to dig himself out of
the Hell on earth that he was living in.  He was like a toddler who was
just learning to walk but, with plenty of exercise, Buddy is quickly
learning to enjoy all the doggie pleasures in life.

Buddy is really steady on his legs now and he runs all over the place.In
less than two weeks he learned to go outside to potty and play on a 20
foot lead. He is following me on his leash and is potty trained. He is
even going to the door to let me know when he has to go potty before his
regular times. He is responding to a number of commands and playing
joyfully with my other two dogs. He follows me everywhere and loves to
be petted and havehis belly rubbed. This little boy is affectionate,
playful and gentle with children. He is also as smart as a whip and very
quick to learn.WithoutSchnauzer Rescue of the Carolinas, Buddy would
never have experienced the joys of life and a loving family would have
missed out on the happiness from such a wonderful companion.”

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On December 26 2003 my beloved Pepper died   at home in my arms- an 11
year old mini who I rescued 10 ½ yrs earlier.  He was a friend like no other.  I
didn't know if I could open my heart to another dog.  My husband insisted I do
something so I went online and found SRC.  I did not contact them to adopt but
just to foster one.

Finally I got the call that a senior guy had been found in Apex wandering around
and a kindcouple picked him up and called SRC.  He was being transported
from Concord to Greensboro.I agreed to housing the little fella for one night.
My husband and I pulled in to the Concord Mills and picked up Jordan on a cold
February night.  Jordan was a light gray color with white legs and skirt.  He was
of short stature and walked with a limp.  He had a tight round belly and no
front upper teeth.  Natural ears.  One eye was cloudy and he was hard of
hearing so when he barked it was loud to say the least.When he barked his
front two paws jumped off the ground.  I couldn't see in the dark van but my
husband was laughing and enjoying this spunky little guy.I didn't know it yet
but the spunky little guy had stolen my heart from the first minute I saw him.

My husband and I decided that we should adopt another schnauzer and we
adopted Jewelli and Jordy in April 04.  My husband was not thrilled with the
idea because an older dog would not be around as long as a young dog and he
was trying to spare me the heartbreak of losing another dog.  By August I was
fostering Jasmine who I also adopted.  The next summer I adopted Lucky, a
Dalmatian with heartworms.

During 2005, Jordy's back end slowly became weaker and weaker.My vet said it
was an old injury.He was not in any pain but during the cold months he had
trouble standing up.Last fall we noticed a growth on his leg.  The vet said not
to worry unless it grew.  Well it did grow, it tripled in size and was malignant.
Wednesday, April 12, 2006, 1:30am, Lucky the Dalmatian wakes me up pacing
and whinning and turning circles around Jordy who is lying in his doggie bed
having a seizure.  We rushed him to the Emergency Vet in Greensboro.  I knew
this day would come when I would have to make this decision to let Jordy go.
Scenes from the evening before when Jordy and I were in the back yard playing
flashed through my mind.  He was running and hopping and playing tag. The vet
told me that Jordy was lucky to have such a caring owner.  I looked at that
doctor, tears streaming down my face, and told him that I was the lucky one.

Jordy was so special to me and my heart is broken that he is gone.  I wouldn't
have traded my 2 years with him for anything.  He showed me how to open my
heart again and that I was capable of loving an animal as much as I loved
Pepper.  Jordy loved unconditionally with all his heart and never let his physical
impairments stop him from doing anything he set him mind to.  What lessons
these wonderful creatures can teach us.  It takes special people to love rescue
dogs and it takes extra special people to give these seniors a second chance at
life even for a little while.  Let us never be afraid to open our hearts to the
seniors because they are never afraid to open their hearts to us.

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ManySRCmembers have had great success
treating our pets with Blue Power Ear Treatment–
a natural mixture that appears to work well on
any and all ear problems from mites to wax to
canker.  Schnauzers do require extra attention to
their ears and care must be taken to keep the ears
clean and all excess hair removed.

If an infection seems to be remaining in the
treated ear after the basic course of treatment,
there may also be some Pseudomonas bacteria in
the ear.This can be eradicated by using a gentle
flush of 2 Tablespoons of raw apple cider vinegar
mixed into 1 cup of warm water TWICE per week.
The Blue Power Ear Treatment has been effective
for treating fungus-type infections on the feet and
elsewhere on thedog, for cuts on dogs or people,
and for hot spots.Caution:  external use only.

Caution:  please have your vet evaluate
your dog’s ear drum prior to treatment.

INGREDIENTS:
16 oz bottle of Isopropyl Alcohol (70%)
4 tablespoons Boric Acid Powder
16 drops Gentian Violet Solution 1%
**Find all at a pharmacy for app $3 each

Mix together in alcohol bottle
Shake well each time before using

TREATMENT PROCEDURE:

1)Evaluate condition of ears and, if
very inflamed and sore, do not
attempt to pull hair or clean out
ear.  Just flush and wait about 2
days until inflammation subsides.

2)Warm solution to body temp and
shake bottle before using.

3)Flood the ear with solution.
4)Massage gently for 1 minute and

wipe with a tissue
5)On first treatment: flood ear

twice, wipe without ear massage.
6)Wipe excess after dog shakes ears.

TREATMENT SCHEDULE:
1)2X/day for first week or two,

depending on severity of ears
2)Clean ears with Q-tip or cotton

balls (with caution) after 3rd day.
3)Treat once/day for next 1-2 weeks
4)Treat once/month as preventative.

Be Cautious:  When using a Q-tip, only
insert it as far into the ear canal as you
can actually see.  Use care to prevent any
gunk from falling down into the ear canal.
