Besides surpassing the 350 mark in successful adoptions within the past 3
years, SRC has a current head count of 25 rescues in our care.  These
rescues came from breeders, animal rescue groups and owner turn-ins
and the number has presented SRC with a large financialresponsibility.

SRC Rescue Update

SRC is sound financially and can weather these medical needs but the situation is especially
pressingsince7 of these rescues are heartworm positive, another has need for special testing
for problems withdue to neurological problems and a blind female rescue will need special
care.  It is vitally important that SRC raise some additional funds immediately to assist in the
medical care for these rescued schnauzers.  Remember, all monies go directly to the care and
medical expenses of these rescues.  We are an all volunteer organization.  Any extra financial
contribution you might be able to send would be greatly appreciated now.

Each rescue has already gotten settled into a loving foster home thanks toour member’s kindness.  SRC
members are amazing in that so manytake time from their busy schedules tohelp with home visits, help
transport these rescues, help oversee medical treatments, help with foster care and then help deliver
the adopted to their new homes.  It truly amazing how these neglected and abused rescues can be so
loving once they are placed in a loving and caring environment.  Thank you all.

Pet Therapy Program which is called Paws For Love. Much of the
credit for his good performance must be given to our little black
Schnauzer, Greta Bell. Shehas been a Therapy Dog for many
years and Wilson watched her and said, "I can do that".

I have been taking Wilson to my regular nursing home here while
my 11 year oldgranddaughter, Adena, has taken Greta. Our local
Paws for Love leaders have approvedboth dogsfor therapy visits
with me handling Wilson and mygranddaughter handling Greta
after 4 testing times at the nursing home. Adena will have to get
special approval since the handler is supposed to be 16 years old
orolder.However,exceptions are made ifthe minor is trained,
tested and visits along with a guardian or relative, which she
would always do.I will be submitting the testing results to the Pet
TherapyHeadquartersin due time.

It is a bit tricky to get good shots while you are handlingWilson
but Ihope these will show how easily he “visits” with those that
can’t get out.  It seems to be fun for Wilson as well as the
residents.

I should probably add that Wilson is not alwaysa good boy. If left
at home or in the car, heusuallywill try to find something to tear
up but he will not damageeitherthe car or house. He seems to
prefer paper but will tear apart plastic bags as well. He definitely
knows he is being bad but is having difficultystopping this
behavior.

Since we have a fenced in area, when it is warm we leave Wilson
andGreta outside and they arebothfine.But, we love him dearly
and we hope hewill overcome this with time. If not, so be it.
